Chagan operated the ear of
sunil  on 12th march suc-
cessfully in mewar hospital at
Bedla Udaipur.Dr. Manish cha-
parwal director of mewar hos-
pital helped said Cochlear
implants aim to provide use-
ful hearing to children who get
little or no benefit from hear-
ing aids. Implants consistofan
external speech processorand
an internal component.To
understand how a cochlear
implant works it is first neces-
sary to understand how hear-
ing ears hear and process

sound. In hearing ears, sound
waves cause changes in air
pressure in the canal, which
make the eardrum vibrate.
These vibrations pass into the
inner ear, or cochlear, which
is filled with fluid. The cochlear
is like a snail in shape. If you
imagine it rolled out, it resem-
bles a piano keyboard in that
ithas low notes atone end and
high notes atthe other. Allalong
the cochlear there are thou-
sands of very sensitive cells
called hair cells.Whenasound
is made the fluid inthe cochlear
moves and stimulates these
hair cells to send a small elec-
trical charge to the auditory
(hearing) nerve. This small
electrical currentpasses along

the nerve to the brain where it
is understood as sound.If the
cochlear has damaged hair
cellsitwill not be able to effec-
tively change sound vibrations
into an electrical current. A
cochlearimplant makes up for
the lack of intact hair cells by
placing an electrode array (with
several electrode contacts)
within the cochlear. This deliv-
ers sound and speech infor-
mation directly to the auditory
nerve by way of small electri-
cal currents.Unlike hearing
aids, which make sound loud-
er, a cochlear implant bypass-
es the non-functional parts of
the earanddelivers smallelec-
trical signals directly to the
auditory nerve.
