
New Delhi: India's military

might and rich cultural diver-

sity were in full display during

the dazzling 68th Republic

Day celebrations in the nation-

al capital which had Crown

Prince of Abu Dhabi Sheikh

Mohamed bin Zayed Al Nahyan

as the chief guest.

Light rains and overcast skies

failed to dampen the enthusi-

asm of thousands of specta-

tors who witnessed the near-

ly one-and-half hour-long

parade that marched down

the majestic Rajpath, India's

ceremonial boulevard, amid

unprecedented security cover.

A major highlight of the parade

was 149-member marching

contingent from the UAE com-

pr i s ing  personne l  f rom

Presidential Guards, the Air

Force, the Navy and Army.

They were led by a band com-

prising 35 musicians from that

country.

Al Nahyan, also Deputy

Supreme Commander of the

UAE armed forces, was seat-

ed next to Prime Minister

Narendra Modi who wore a

pink-colour turban. The two

leaders were seen sharing

some light moments.

For the first time, a contingent

of the National Security Guard

(NSG), popularly known as

the Black Cat Commandos,

was part of the march past.

The parade also saw the fly-

past of three LCA Tejas Aircraft

flying at a height of 300 metres

in 'Vic' formation and the

Airborne Early Warning and

Control System (AEW&C)

developed by DRDO.

The Army's missile firing capa-

bility T-90 'Bhishma' tank,

Infantry Combat Vehicle BMP-

2K, Mobi le Autonomous

Launcher of the BrahMos

Missile System, Weapon

Locating Raddar 'Swathi' and

Akash Weapons System and

Dhanush Gun System were

among the main draw in the

mechanised columns.

Alongside the Crown Prince,

the ceremonial parade was

watched by Vice President

Hamid Ansari, former prime

minister Manmohan Singh,

Congress chief Sonia Gandhi

and the country's top political

and military brass, besides the

diplomatic community.

Tableaux from 17 states and

union territories and six cen-

tral ministries and departments

showcased the varied histor-

ical, art and cultural heritage

of the country. Goods and

Services Tax (GST) was the

theme of the tableau of Central

Board of Excise and Customs.

Twenty-one of the 25 children

who won the National Bravery

Award also participated in the

parade. Four children have

received the award posthu-

mously.

The grand finale of the parade

was a spectacular flypast by

the Indian Air Force which dis-

played various formations like

'Chakra' and 'Vic' leaving the

spectators spell-bound.

The 'Hercules' formation com-

prising three C-130J Super

Hercules aircraft also drew

loud cheers. 

Republic Day was celebrated

across India with the governors

unfurling the national tricolour

across all states. 

In Jammu nad Kashmir, gov-

ernor NN Vohra unfurled the

tricolour at winter capital

Jammu. 

In Himachal Pradesh, Republic

Day was celebrated with usual

enthusiasm and fervor and

hundreds of people assembled

at the historic Ridge Ground

at the state level function, brav-

ing intense cold and heavy

rains.
