New Delhi: Tagging Bihar Chief Minister Nitish Kumar's move
of quitting the 'Mahagathbandhan' and joining the Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP) as anti-democratic, the Congress on
Saturday said it was deceitful on his part to do so. Defending
Bihar former deputy chief minister Tejashwi Yadav, Congress
leader Sanjay Nirupam said there are only charges against the
former which have not proven yet, and therefore one cannot
call him corrupt. "If one is termed as corrupt, if there are any
such charges against him, then Chhattisgarh Chief Minister
Raman Singh, Madhya Pradesh Chief Minister Shivpal Singh
Chouhan and even Prime Minister have charges of corruption
against them. Have they resigned?" Nirupam told

On Friday, Nitish Kumar won the floor test with 131 votes in
favour, against 108. The Chief Minister faced vote of confidence
in the Bihar Legislative Assembly to prove his majority to form
the state government. Nitish-led JD (U)-NDA government had
a support of 132 MLAs. According to the communique issued
from the Raj Bhawan, Nitish had claimed the support of 131
members, including the BJP, two independents and legislators
of BJP allies Hindustani Awam Morcha (HAM)-Secular and
Rashtriya Lok Samata party (RLSP).

"If peo-
ple willremember me as agood
teacher, thatwill be the biggest
honour for me," he had said in
aninterview to a national daily
on Teacher's Day the year
before his death.
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Born as Avul Pakir
Jainulabdeen Abdul Kalam,
Dr. Kalam has many extraor-
dinary achievements to his
credit.

After India found its Missile Man
in his scientific genius, the
poet, writer, and Bharat Ratna
awardee went on to head the
nation as the 11th President
of India from 2005-2007.
However, his journey as a
teacher went on unabated, as

he continued to touch the lives
and ignite the minds of every-
one he came to meet. He was
lovingly called 'The People's
President'.After his presiden-
cy ended, Dr. Kalam became
avisiting professor at different
branches of the Indian Institute
of Management and was also
an honorary fellow at Indian
Institute of Science, Bengaluru.
He made relentless efforts to
travel across India to meet the

children and youth, driving
them to work for the benefit of
the country at many academ-
ic institutions. In 2012, Dr.
Kalamlaunched a programme
for the youth of India called
"What Can | Give", based on
the ideology of defeating cor-
ruption.He had a penchant for
interacting with the young
minds of the country, and once,
even famously posted a ques-
tion on Yahoo asking what we
should do to free our planet
from terrorism. Touring innu-
merable schools around the
country, he actively engaged
thousands of children with
whom he often shared anec-
dotes from his own childhood
as a boatman's son in
Ramehswaram, citing exam-
ples from the struggles and
experiences of his life.

A man who rose to hold the
highest office in the nation by
the sheer virtue of hard work,
he always encouraged the stu-
dents to give better than the
best to their goals.His love
and admiration for the gener-

ation of tomorrow were recip-
rocated with the same passion
and he was indeed the apple
of children's eyes. Notonly did
he open the gates and lawns
of Rashtrapati Bhavan to
hordes of school students and
children, butalso took outtime
tolistentotheirideas, give feed-
backs and even followed up
on occasions on the status of
implementation. Memorabilia
from such visits were shared
by many at the time of his death,
as the whole nation came
togethertoflood in expressions
of grief and pride at the same
time.

There was an incident where
he surprised one of his staff
members by taking his children
to a science exhibition when
the former could notdo so him-
self due to work pressure.
Another time when he was to
attend a college event, he paid
a surprise late night visit to the
students of the organizing com-
mittee a day before and chat-
ted with them for hours.

hearts and accolades stemmed
from the ideologies and vision
he had for the children of the
country.
He continued to share his
vision with the medium of writ-
ing, something he loved to do
and fervently pursued, till the
end of his life, penning many
books including his remarkable
autobiography Wings of Fire.
Though his departure two years
ago created a massive vacu-
um in the scientific communi-
ty, and rendered the country a
profound loss that cannot be
compensated, itis the children
of India who are going to miss
him the most.

Health Alarm : Head Neck Cancer

New Delhi :

India has the dubious distinction of having largest amount of chewing tobacco consumption in the world. It is a

cheap and easily available addiction and its growing consumption in the last two decades has contributed to alarming rise in

oral cancer.

Every year nearly 10 lakh people in India are diagnosed with oral cancer and half of them die within a year of diagnosis. The
main cause of the deaths and disabilities due to oral cancer is known in medical term as Head Neck Squamous Cell Carcinoma
(HNSCC). As per GATS -2 (2017) survey, almost 96% of the youth of India agree on the fact that chewable tobacco is the major
reason for serious diseases (cancer). The World Head & Neck Cancer Day (WHNCD) is observed on July 27 this year. Government
of India has taken landmark decisions such as Gutka ban, flavoured, packaged chewing tobacco. In fact, as per the Supreme
Court's order on 23rd September 2016 smokeless tobacco products were banned in India. Implementation in India remains a
big challenge. Dr. Harit Chaturvedi, cancer surgeon, Chairman Max Oncology and Voice of Tobacco Victims (VoTV) patron Said
that according to GATS - 2, 19.9 crore people (age 15+) use chewing tobacco products. Due to the 85% pictorial pack warn-
ings on chewing tobacco products, 46.7% people have thought about quitting these.

He further added that a large number of people across India fall prey to oral cancer owing to a combination of factors including
late detection of the decease, inadequate treatment and unsuitable rehabilitation. People mainly in the age group of 60-70 years
used to be prone to oral and throat cancer till as late as 30 years age. Now people as young as 30 to 40 years are being diag-
nosed for oral cancer."Blaming growing influence of western life style in the young generation, Dr Chaturvedi says even youth
in the 20-25 years age group have become vulnerable to oral cancer due to smoking, which many of them mistakenly consid-
er a style statement. The Indian Council of Medical Research (ICMR) in a report in 2008 observed that in 90% of the head and
neck cancer cases that were diagnosed consumption of alcohol, Gutka, tobacco and betel nut emerged as the root cause of
the cancer which is preventable. The ICMR report also revealed that tobacco consumption was diagnosed as reason of cancer
among 50 % male and 25% female victims. Nearly 90% of these victims (male and female) suffered due to oral cancer. The
report pointed out that smokeless tobacco products such as chewing tobacco, Khaini, Gutka contain 3000 chemical compounds
and 29 of them could be potential cause for oral cancer. India has the largest population of oral cancer patients in the world,
making it the oral cancer capital of the world. According to Dr. Harit, head and neck cancer cases are proving an additional bur-
den on not only the national healthcare services but also on the affected communities, families and individuals.

Most of the head and neck cancer cases are treatable and preventable, if detected in early stage. But millions succumb to the
disease due to late detection, inadequate treatment and rehabilitation, he adds. Tata Memorial Hospital, Professor and Cancer
Surgeon Dr. Pankaj Chaturvedi, who is heading campaign against head and neck cancer globally, stresses the need for multi-
pronged and coordinated efforts by governments, voluntary organizations, health workers, educational institutes and industries

to check cases of Neck Squamous Cell Carcinoma (HNSCC).

It was with the aim to draw the world's attention to the HNSCC

cases that the World Head and Neck Cancer Day (WHNCD) is observed on July 27. Its observance was proposed by International

Federation of Head and Neck Ontological Societies (IFHNOS).

"Congenital Heart Diseases success-
fully repaired at Geetanjali Hospltal“

Udaipur: Their first child, age
of three days, severe breath-
lessness, and congenital heart
disease (coarctation) leading
to renal failure contemplated
the couple to rush to a hospi-
tal in no time. With no relief in
treatment they were referred
to Geetanjali Medical College
& Hospital, Udaipur where
Cardiac Thoracic & Vascular
Surgeon Dr. Sanjay Gandhi
had performed a successful
ASD, VSD & PDA saving the
child. The team included
Cardiologist Dr. Ramesh Patel,
CardiacAnesthetists Dr. Ankur
Gandhi, Dr. Kalpesh Mistry, Dr.
Manmohan Jindal & Dr.
Dharamchand, Pediatrician Dr.
Devendra Sareen,
Neonatologist Dr. Mahendra
Jain, Nephrologists Dr.
Gulshan Mukhiya &NICU staff.
It was being told by Dr. Jain
that on day 3 of child's birth,
he was suffering from severe
breathlessness which required
immediate medications. On
undergoing investigations of
Echo-Cardiography by Dr.
Patel it was found that along
with ASD, VSD & PDA; the
main artery from heartwas get-
ting narrowed on its end which
could be repaired by surgical
operationonly. Tohave aclear
picture of the same the radi-
ologists Dr. Hari Ram & Dr.
Ravindra Kundu performed a
CTAngiography statingaclear
image of the narrowing of the

artery. Weight of mere 3 kgs,
renal failure due to increase
of creatinine, congenital heart
disease, first child of couple
and lemon shaped heart were
the complications being faced,
said Dr. Sanjay Gandhi, the car-
diac surgeon. To descend the
mortality in such procedures
of heart the kidneys need to
work properly which was a
menace in this case. During
anesthesiain operation theatre,
the blood pressure of lower &
upper body appeared same
compelling to create a dilem-
ma of which procedure to be
performed first. The three
included congenital heart dis-
ease (coarctation), renal fail-
ure which required dialysis or
repairof VSD,ASD & PDA. On
further medical conditions it
was decided to repairthe ASD,
VSD & PDA. The surgery last-
ed 5 hours. Under the guid-
ance & treatment from Dr.
Mahendra Jain & Cardiac
Intensivist the baby was
removed from ventilator result-
ing in better conditions.

Later, was treated by Dr.
Mukhiya for renal failure. He
had performed peritoneal dial-
ysis which helped the baby to
recover well. On further under
complete medicationsin NICU
the baby was discharged
healthy. Probably within a span
of 2-3 months the baby will be
operated for the artery nar-
rowing at the end.

Why this operation was com-
plex?

Weight of mere 3 kgs, renal
failure due to increase of cre-
atinine, congenital heart dis-
ease, first child of couple,
severe breathlessness and
lemon shaped heart compli-
cations have made this oper-
ation very complex as the mor-
tality rates were very high.
Isthere any other treatment or
options available for such con-
ditions?

Dr. Gandhi said that the small
holes of heart can be treated
with the help of medicines or
devices. But most of the holes
of heart in young children
require cardiac surgery.
