In the year 2007, Mukesh
becume a local assistant manager n the [ilm production sector In 2010, the dea of
making Udaipur o flm city struek him, He fommed g stirong leam and the local
administration agreed to initiate the plan. The group shared the idea with film and TV
stars, who came tor shooting to Udaipur and they also liked the idea. The response from
