Hindustan Zinc under its KhushiProject, has built a Child Care
centre in the village, for children who are below 5 years of age.

Not only this, but every day, Pinky
is accompanied by her 6-month old daughter, Naveena, who

the children here, due to which they were deprived of their very
basicright—the right to basic education, health and nutrition.Almost
1/3rd of world’s malnourished children in the world are from
India alone. As stated by UNICEF, nearly half of all deaths in
children under 5 are attributable to undernutrition, translating
into the loss of about 3 million young lives a year.
