It is appar-

ent that most of the names in

the list are those recommended

by VasundhraRajeScindia and

the influence of the RSS is also

visible.

The release of the first list of

candidates by the BJP at 11pm

on 11 November will surely

make the Congress and other

competing parties to go revis-

it their nominations, as the

BJP has stuck by their exist-

ing team, inspite of the preva-

lent antigovernment atmos-

phere prevalent in the state.

The BharatiyaJanata Party

(BJP) has decided to go large-

ly with established leaders in

its first list of 131 candidates

for the Rajasthan polls. The

party has nominated 85 sitting

MLAS and dropped 25. The 21

other tickets have gone to

leaders who have contested

elections before.

Supporters greet BJP MLA

Narpat Singh Rajvi, who was

the party ticket again for the

assembly elections, in Jaipur

on Monday.

BJP held 120 of the 131 seats.

It has not changed candidates

on winning seats.

A senior state BJP leader said

tickets were given on the basis

of win ability and the party

decided to go with known can-

didates in some tight contests

where it had few options.

“On several seats especially

in the Bikaner and Shekhawati

belts there were no strong

options and so the party went

with current candidates,” said

a  B J P l e a d e r  f r o m

Hanumangarh. A second party

leader said on condition of

anonymity that during a meet-

ing in Delhi to decide candi-

d a te s ,  c h i e f  m i n i s t e r

VasundharaRaje told the cen-

tral leadership  that a largescale

change of candidates would

give the message that the gov-

ernment had failed to perform

at a time when the BJP is fight-

ing the election on a develop-

ment plank.

It was also felt that on many

high-risk seats there were no

strong alternative candidates

and changing a candidate

might not ensure a win, so the

party decided to go ahead with

incumbents, said a third BJP

leader familiar with the devel-

opments.“The high command

seems to have played safe and

gone with Raje. They didn’t

want any trouble ahead of the

elections. Their focus is on the

2019 general elections,” said

the leader.

The BJP has suffered losses

in a string of recent bypolls in

the state and is fighting to

retain power. The first list saw

the axe fall on six cabinet and

three ministers of state, includ-

ing PWD minister Yunus Khan,

health minister KalicharanSaraf

and industry minister Rajpal

Singh Shekhawat.

Political analyst Narayan

Bareth said it seemed Raje pre-

vailed over the central leader-

ship. “There was a perception

that she would be sidelined.

But the list has bust that view.”

“However the BJP will have to

bear the brunt of anti-incum-

bency against Raje and the

state government,” he said.

“Raje’s future depends on the

Rajasthan result. The credit or

discredit now lies with her. And

if the BJP loses, then she will

be in a difficult position,” said

Bareth.

The list that was declared late

on Sunday has 12 women, 32

youth, 17 SC and 19 ST can-

didates.

There are 17 Rajput and 26

Jat candidates who have got

tickets as the party tries to win

over the two major communi-

ties.

State BJP in-charge Avinash

Rai Khanna refuted specula-

tion that the list had Raje’s

stamp on it, saying it was the

party’s list. “Workers have been

given representation. The tick-

ets have been given keeping

in mind the of the party and

the winability of the candi-

date,” he said.

“We have changed 25 candi-

dates. The second list is yet to

be declared. There will be

more changes,” said BJP

spokesperson MukeshPareek.

Congress to field both generals in
Raj poll war

New Delhi: In a strategic move to signal preparedness the

Congress decided to field both its generals — former Rajasthan

Chief Minister Ashok Gehlot and state chief Sachin Pilot — in

the Rajasthan poll war on December 7. Appearing together in

the capital to welcome into Congress fold Harish Chandra Meena,

the sitting BJP LokSabha member from Dausa, both Gehlot

and Pilot said they will be contesting the upcoming Rajasthan

assembly elections

“I will fight elections and so will Mr. Sachin Pilot,” Gehlot,

Congress General Secretary organisation, announced enthu-

siastically.Pilot, seated close to Gehlot, first sufficed to smile

at his senior’s remarks but later decided to corroborate him.

“On the directions of Congress President Rahul Gandhi and

on the request of Shri Ashok Gehlot I will be contesting the

upcoming assembly elections,” said the 41 year old Rajasthan

Congress President.Known to be daggers drawn in state pol-

itics,  Gehlot and Pilot wore a semblance of cordiality today

denying any kind of rift.But asked which seat Pilot would con-

test, Gehlot said seats would be declared later but shortly.

“For today it should be enough of news for you that both of

us will be contesting,” said Gehlot, known for his political shrewd-

ness.Notwithstanding happy vibes between the two politicians,

Congress insiders today said the move to field both was sure

to intensify the race for chief minister ship of the state should

Congress win on December 11, as is widely anticipated.

Sources suggest one reason why the Congress continues

to hold back the list of state candidates (BJP announced its

first list three days ago) was the ongoing debate on whether

both Gehlot and Pilot should contest. In Madhya Pradesh, anoth-

er election bound state, for instance, none of the senior lead-

ers — state chief Kamal Nath, campaign panel chief

JyotiradityaScindia or poll coordination committee chief Digvijay

Singh — are contesting.

Gehlot, a sitting MLA from Sardarpura in Jodhpur, howev-

er has never ruled himself out of the CM race and has been

clear from the start that he would fight state polls. Even today

he said “everyone should fight elections.”

Meanwhile Pilot, a close friend of Congress Chief Rahul

Gandhi, has remained tight lipped about whether he would con-

test state elections considering he has never contested for assem-

bly earlier. He was LokSabha MP.

It’s learnt that the decision to field both Gehlot and Pilot took

a while with Pilot throwing his hat in the ring in the very end

should he miss out on the race for state CM-ship in case the

Congress wins Rajasthan.Gehlot when asked about the CM

face of the party today said the Congress had conventionally

never named a CM candidate before elections in Rajasthan.“We

like to respect that history,” he said keeping his own and other

options open.Earlier once he had said in response to a ques-

tion on Congress’ CM face, “Do you ever know in advance

kaunbanegacrorepati?”As far as Pilot goes, he would ensure

a safe seat for himself lest he ends up like his senior CP Joshi,

another Rajasthan Congress stalwart, who had lost thr assem-

bly election by one vote in 2008.Joshi was then Rajasthan

Congress Chief and Ashok Gehlot went on to become state

CM.Sachin Pilot would not want that history to repeat itself.
