The Hector is also the first
car with a sophisticated 48-volt
mild-hybrid architecture in its
segment, making MG Motor
the first mainstream carmak-
er in India to bring 48V tech-
nology to the mass market seg-
ment.

The latest environmental-
ly-friendly engine technology
uses a 48-volt lithium-ion bat-
tery to store energy and pro-
vide extra torque assistance
of up to 20 Nm when required.
The combination of three key
functions — Engine Auto Start
Stop, Regenerative Braking
and E-Boost—ensures agreat
driving experience while reduc-
ing emissions by up to 12%.

Built to withstand extreme
road conditions, the Hector has
been tested for over one mil-
lion kilometers in India before

entering production and will be
available in both petrol and
diesel variants. The 1.5-litre tur-
bocharged petrol engine deliv-
ers 143 PS power at a peak
torque of 250 Nm and will be
available in both manual and
automatic transmissions. Its
2.0-litre turbocharged diesel
engine will deliver 170 PS at
a peak torque of 350 Nm.

The company has made an
investmentof INR 2,200 crore
to refurbish the Halol manu-
facturing facility and roll out its
first product, the Hector, from
the facility.

MG hasinstalled anall-new
assembly line, a press shop,
a body shop, a parts distribu-
tion centre, atesting track and
a new state-of-the-art training
facility in the plant — all within
a span of 18 months. The
plant also has a captive ven-
dor park to facilitate aggres-
sive localization for all MG
vehicles.

WEST BENGAL NSS LAUNCH-
ES CANCER PREVENTION
ACTIVITIES

Kolkata: National Service Scheme (NSS) in West Bengal
has launched the ‘Pledge for Life-Tobacco Free Youth’ cam-
paign to address huge public health issues caused by tobac-
co consumption.

A workshop was organized by the NSS Regional Director
Dr. SaritaPateltoday at Ramakrishna Mission Ashrama,
Narendrapur in Kolkatawith technical support by Sambandh
Health Foundation (SHF) and NarayanaSuperspeciality Hospital,
Howrah. This workshop hadNSS Program Coordinators and
Program Officers along with student volunteers of various col-
leges of West Bengal.

During the workshop, the NarayanaSuperspeciality Hospital,
Howrah, Consultant, Head Neck Cancer Surgeon and Voice
of Tobacco Victims (VoTV) patron DrApurvaGarg informed the
audience about disastrous impact of tobacco use. He shared
that he gets so many young patients in their OPDs diagnosed
with oral cancers due to tobacco. Some cancer survivors and
their families also narrated the trauma and suffering which they
had to undergo due to tobacco-induced disease. The NSS par-
ticipants were disturbed by the plight of the families and dis-
ruption to their lives. He further added that tobacco usage caus-
es 90% of oral &lung cancers which leads to fatalities, major
loss of quality of life, trauma and financial ruin for the family.
Unfortunately more than 50% of oral cancer victims who under-
go surgery do not survive more than one year. Prevention is
betterthan cure —NSS can contribute significantly in preventing
the youth from tobacco addiction.”

Swami SarvalokanandaMaharaj. Secretary, Ramakrishna
Mission Ashrama, Narendrapur, Kolkata said gave his bless-
ings to have a tobacco and cancer free West Bengal.

MrsSarita Patel, Regional Director, NSS Kolkata, Government
of India said :- "Itis quite evident that a huge portion of mankind
is now affected by the frequent use of tobacco. Tobacco use
has gradually started to spread among the youth which is very
harmful. It is expected from the youth that they should stop
themselves to be addicted by tobacco and create awareness
among the mass not to use the tobacco item".

In the workshop, all the participants took a pledge that they
will never touch tobacco and will encourage family, friends and
others not to do so either. In addition, they have have devel-
oped an action plan under the Pledge For Life campaign for
the year 2019-20, which will see students, NSS Volunteers
conducting will be anti-tobacco activities such as pledge against
tobacco, special camps, debate/essay competitions, street plays
etc.

“Itis a great initiative by the NSS for a social cause of pro-
tecting our young generations from addictions. West Bengal
has more than 1000 Units with over 1 lac volunteers. Energy
of these volunteers will definitely reduce the number of deaths
caused due to tobacco, which is the singlemost preventable
cause of death known, worldwide.”

An action plan was made for NSS activities for the acade-
mic year 2019-2020, which includes tobacco free oath for all
students, NSS Rural camps, various activities and competi-
tions.

As per Global Adults Tobacco Survey, 2.39 crore people in
West Bengal use tobacco in form of smoking and chewing; it
has a major health impact on users and non-users; 1.5 lakh
users die annually due to diseases attributed to tobacco and
438 children are introduced to tobacco every day.

“Successful
Laparoscopic
Procedure helped

a man eat well”

Geetanjali Hospital’s Gl Surgeon&
Team’s successful attempt
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Udaipur: Geetanjali Medical College
& Hospital's Gastroenterologists & Gl
Surgeon performed a successful laparo-
scopic procedure & helped a 35-years
old man suffering from a rare condition
known as Celiac Artery Compression
Syndrome to recover well recently. The
team of doctors was led by Gl Surgeon
Dr. Kamal Kishore Bishnoiaccompanied
by Gastroenterologists Dr. Pankaj Gupta
&Dr.DhawalVyas, Anesthetist Dr. Karuna
Sharma & Radiologist Dr. Hariram.

“It's a very rare disease, occurring in
justonein 100,000 cases andit'snoless
than a heart attack of the digestive sys-
tem. Hailing from Pali District,
MaangilalSuthar (Age 35 years) came
to Geetanjali Hospital with an unusual
complaint. As soon as he would begin
eating, he would have extreme pain in
the abdomen. So severe was the pain
that he barely could eat enough to sat-
isfy the body’s basic needs. Not surprising
the patient’s weight was much below the
normal weight of a person at this age.
Endoscopy & CT Scaninvestigations con-
firmed the rare condition known as “Celiac
Artery Compression Syndrome (also
known as Median Arcuate Ligament
Syndrome)”, said the treating surgeon
Dr. Kamal Kishore.

Dr. Kamal also said that, “Surgery is
currently the only treatment option and
involves releasing the ligament that is
the culprit causing the compression. The
problemis thatreaching this celiac artery
through conventional surgery is not at
alleasy becauseitis deeply located under
the crus of the diaphragm. So, it was decid-
ed that this is the ideal case for laparo-
scopic surgery. Using the laparoscope,
| was able to reach the root of the celi-
acartery where human fingers could not.
This helped me to achieve the precision
that prevented collateral damage to
healthy tissue, arteries and nerves.”

“The patient went back home on the
third day after surgery. Not only was he
finally able to eat without unbearable pain
to follow, he was also able to get back
to productive work. Conventional surgery
would have taken him so much longer.
Not only was he relieved and happy, but
also thanked me for getting him back to
being a regular eater. On follow-up visit
after the surgery | am happy to say he
is doing well and is back to his regular
dietintake without any recurrence of symp-
toms,” smiled Dr. Kishore.

What is Celiac Artery Compression
Syndrome?

Celiac artery compression syndrome
is defined as chronic, recurrent abdom-
inal pain related to compression of the
celiac artery by the median arcuate lig-
ament. It is an uncommon disorder that

is characterized clinically by the triad of
postprandial abdominal pain, weight loss,
and sometimes an abdominal bruit.

What does celiac artery do in human
body?

The celiac artery supplies oxygenat-
ed blood to the digestive system - the
stomach, liver, spleen and the part of the
esophagus that reaches into the
abdomen. Also, it supplies blood to half
of the duodenum and the Pancreas. Its
compression leads to not enough blood
supply to the digestive system, especially
after food intake when the oxygen needs
go up sharply. No wonder there's acute
pain.
