Lt. Governor, Delhi  Shri Anil

Baijal & Chairperson-NDMC,

Shri  Dharmendra. The plant

will dispose of 1000 kg waste

every day and produce 300 kg

of organic compost without

using any chemical treatment.

The contribution of Mandan

in the tradition of Indian craftsmanship is unique, in texts like

Roop Mandan and the God and goddess case, their idolized

signs have been readily accepted not only in India but wher-

ever the devotees with respect to the idol have settled.

Presiding  over the  ceremony Vice-Chancellor Prof. S.S.

Sarangadevot said that the history of Indian sculpture is thou-

sands of years old, there is such a treasure of the artistic his-

tory of Indian culture, in which the folk art and traditional tech-

niques of this place are seen. It is a specialty of the Indian

sculpture a tradition that it has a very deep connection with

painting, music, dance and theater.
