The unrest in the
Valley, the desperate activities
of terrorists, eve-teasing from
across the border - these speak
a lot. There will be assembly
elections sooner or later and
possibly after the completion
of the delimitation process,
but before the elections are
held, the challenge of putting
a stop to terrorism complete-
ly will also have to be over-
come.

Even after the elimination
of allthe terrorists, the way ter-
roristincidents are happening
in Kashmir, due to which the
return of Kashmiri Hindus is
not possible at the moment.
Whatever has to be done, this
work has to be made possi-
ble, because only then the
message willbe sentto the ter-
rorists and their supporters
that their pulse is not going to
rot. It would also be appropri-
ate to reserve some seats in
the Jammu and Kashmir
Legislative Assembly for

Kashmiri Hindus and Sikhs.

Modi's visit to Jammu has
brought many lights. This visit
is like rays of light for the res-
idents of Jammu and Kashmir
as well as the people outside
expressing concern over the
situation here, it is auspicious
and preferable.

The fact also came to the
fore that a major task of bring-
ing democracy tolife in the state
was accomplished in the
meanwhile without any hustle
and bustle.

The Prime Minister
launched development pro-
jects worth over Rs 20000
crore onthe occasion. The fact
given by Lieutenant Governor
of Jammu and Kashmir Manoj
Sinha is more relevant in this
case thatin the last sixmonths,
80 lakh tourists have come to
the state.

Speaking about valuable
and extraordinary contribu-
tions of women-power in
Maharashtra, the President
remembered Queen
Naganika of Satavahana

dynasty who lead her empire
after the untimely demise of
herhusband; Veermata Jijabai
who had notonly builtthe char-
acter and personality of her
son Veer Shivajibutalso gave
new heights to the Maratha
pride through her able lead-
ership; Janabai who com-
posed a number of musical
abhangas challenging caste
and gender-based discrimi-
nation in the 14th century;
Baija Bai who fought against
British 40 years before the
struggle of 1857. He also
mentioned the contributions
of Savitribai Phule, Sagunabai
Kshirsagar, Fatima Shaikh,
Mukta Salve and Tarabai
Shinde to society, literature
and education in 19th centu-
ry’s Maharashtra. He said that
Tarabai Shinde wrote a book
'Stree-Purush Tulna' in the
year 1882 whichis considered
to be the first article written
on the topic of women's lib-
eration in India. He said that
the example of Dr. Anandibai
Joshiwho was among the first
women of India to become a
doctor, gives an introduction
toaprogressive society. Inthe
20th century, social workers
like Pramila Tai Medhe have
contributed nationwide.

The President said it is a
matter of concern that the
women of Maharashtra, who
have been leading since
ancient times in the fields of
politics, social reform, think-
ing and literature, are lagging
behind today. He noted that
accordingtothe 2011 census,
Maharashtrawas ranked 14th
in terms of female literacy
and 22nd on the sex-ratio
parameter. He urged pro-
gressive citizens participat-
inginthe Literary Conference
to take a pledge to encour-
age women to take lead in
areas like health, education
and literature.

Rajasthan CM

describes power
outage in country
as 'national crisis’
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Jaipur: He said the
demand for electricity has
increased in 16 states due
to the rising mercury levels
and coal is not being sup-
plied in accordance with the
requirement, Terming power
outage a "national crisis",
Rajasthan Chief Minister
Ashok Gehlot expressed
concern on Friday over the
shortage of coal supplyinthe
country and the simultane-
ous increase in electricity
demand during summer.

He said the demand for
electricity has increased in
16 states due to the rising
mercury levels and coal is
not being supplied in accor-
dance with the requirement,
affecting the power supply.

"This is a national crisis.
| appeal to everyone to unite
in this crisis and support the
governmentinimproving the
situation. Turn offnon-essen-
tial electrical appliances at
your home or workplace.

Set your priorities and
use electricityinaccordance
with your need," Gehlot said
in a tweet in Hindi.

He condemned the
Rajasthan unit of the
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP)
for putting pressure on the

employees of the power dis-
tribution companies by stag-
ing protests.

"In Rajasthan, the BJPis
putting pressure onthe elec-
tricity department employ-
ees, who are doing theirwork
inachallenging atmosphere
amidst the power crisis, by
staging demonstrations," the
veteran Congress leader
said.

"ltis the job of the Centre
to provide coal to the states.
Will the directionless state
BJP leadership ask the
Centre why is it not able to
provide coal in accordance
with the demand, due to
which there has been a cri-
sis in 16 states?" he asked.
