The patient was diag-
nosed with lymphoma, a form

The patient's
vision was lost, but due to the
precise treatment of experi-
enced doctor Manoj Mahajan,
the patient has been com-
pletely cured. The patient's
eye has been cured without
any surgery. There is good

treatmenthas been done under
the Bhamashah scheme.

Dr. Manoj Mahajan, an
oncologist at Pacific Medical

when the patient first came for
consultation, it had been two
years after taking treatment
here and there, and with time,
the condition of the patientwas
getting worse. The eyes had
become less visible as the
swellingincreased. Depending
on the age and disease of the
patient, two procedures, radi-
ation ortargeted therapy, could
be used for the treatment of
lymphoma. Targeted elimina-

apy was selected. After eight
