is another small cave inside
this natural cave, in which
there used to be a natural
Shivling in the past.

When fragmented,
Gurudev created Lord Shri
Ekling Nath Ray Virat Pratirup
Shri Gupteshwar Mahadev in
Guru Pushya Nakshatra on
Vaishakh Shukla Srishti 1962
G established.

In 2016, Guru Dev hand-
ed over the succession to Shri
Gupteshwar Mahadev by ini-
tiating Tanmay Van in the
Sanatan Guru Shishya tradi-
tion that has been going on
since the beginning at Shri
Gupteshwar Mahadev Temple.
