Sanskritist and former Principal of Nimbarka College Pt. Surendra Dwivedi said that today when Sanskrit is dominant all

over the world, NASA has recognized the importance of Vedokta Gayatri Mantra, the usefulness of Sanskrit has been ren-

dered in computers as well, in such a way Sanskrit language.
