ajasthan Chief
Minister Bhajanlal
Sharma's meeting

with BJP National Vice
President and former Chief
Minister Vasundhara Raje in
Jaipuron Sunday has sparked
significant political specula-
tion. Chief Minister Sharma vis-
ited Raje at her official resi-
dence at 13 Civil Lines in
Jaipur, and this visit has ignit-
ed numerous conjectures in
political circles.

Since becoming the Chief
Minister, Bhajanlal Sharma
has been making courtesy vis-
its to various leaders, includ-
ing the Governor Kalraj Mishra
and former Chief Minister
Ashok Gehlot. Although he is
a first-time MLA and Chief
Minister, he has extensive
experience within the party
organization and understands
the importance of political
meetings, partly due to his
RSS background. He has met
Raje at her residence before,
but the timing of this meeting
is particularly significant given

the ongoing state assembly
session, the resignation
announcement of senior min-
ister Dr. Kirodi Lal Meena, the
upcoming state budgeton July
10, and the proposed BJP
state executive meeting in
Jaipur on July 13. Political
observers see specific motives
behind Sharma’s meeting with
Raje.

There is speculation that
Sharma may have discussed
the upcoming state budget
with Raje, seeking her input.
Raje has served as Rajasthan's
Chief Minister twice and held

the role of Finance Minister,
presenting the state's budget
during hertenure. This has led
tothe beliefthat Sharma sought
heradvice, particularly regard-
ing the ambitious Eastern
Rajasthan Canal Project
(ERCP), now renamed PKC-
ERCP after a new agreement
with Madhya Pradesh. Raje ini-
tiated this project and sought
its designation as a project of
national importance, which
had strong support from then
Water Resources Minister Nitin
Gadkari. Despite political
promises and support, the pro-

ject did not materialize, and
both the previous Congress
government and the current
BJP government have priori-
tized it. Sharma’s meeting with
Raje could be an efforttolever-
age her extensive experience
forthe state's benefit. However,
some political analysts argue
thatif budget consultation were
the primary purpose, the meet-
ing should have included
Deputy Chief Minister Diya
Kumari, whois also the Finance
Minister.

Vasundhara Raje holds sig-
nificantinfluence in Rajasthan
politics. When former Vice
President and BJP leader
Bhairon Singh Shekhawat
brought Raje into state politics,
she led the party to multiple
historic victories and became
a popular leader, especially
among women. Despite her
contributions, Raje faced
neglect during the recent
assembly elections, and after
BJP’s victory, she was not
made the Chief Minister.

Evenduring the Lok Sabha

elections, she was sidelined,
confining her campaign efforts
to her son Dushyant Singh’s
constituency, Jhalawar. This
sidelining possibly impacted
BJP’s performance, as the
party did not achieve a clean
sweep of all 25 seats in
Rajasthan, a feat previously
accomplished under Raje’s
leadership in 2014 and 2019.
A stronger performance in
Rajasthan might have allowed
BJP to secure a majority on its
own in the Lok Sabha, avoid-
ing the need for coalition sup-
port.

The BJP leadership has
experimented with alternatives
to Raje’s leadership in
Rajasthan but without suc-
cess. Former state BJP
President and Haryana in-
charge Dr. Satish Poonia, seen
as an Raje opponent, acknowl-
edged her significant contri-
butions, emphasizing her cen-
tral roles in both national and
state politics.

Political analysts believe
thatRaje’s isolation during the

Lok Sabha elections harmed
BJP’s prospects in Rajasthan.
With five assembly by-elections
imminent due to legislators
becoming MPs, the stakes are
highforthe BJP. Winning these
seats is crucial for increasing
the party’s legislative strength
and influencing future Rajya
Sabha elections.

Thus, Sharma is keen on
a collective approach, report-
edly encouraged by the cen-
tral leadership. Success in
these by-elections is critical for
Sharma, especially with
upcoming local body and
Panchayati Raj elections.
Recognizing Raje’s impor-
tance, Sharma is likely seek-
ing her supportforthe by-elec-
tions to boost BJP’s chances.

The upcoming political
developments will reveal the
impact of Chief Minister
Bhajanlal Sharma’s recent
meeting with BJP National
Vice President Vasundhara
Raje on Rajasthan’s political
landscape.

President Murmu to Visit Next Month for
Geology Department’s Platinum Jubilee

Udaipur: The Academic Council meeting of Mohanlal Sukhadia University was held on
Tuesday under the chairmanship of Vice-Chancellor Professor Sunita Mishra, where various
policy decisions were made. Notably, the meeting included student representation for the first
time. University spokesperson Dr. Kunj Bihari Acharya reported that this was the first meeting
of the academic session, which included the approval of previous orders along with various
new decisions. Vice-Chancellor Professor Sunita Mishra informed the council that the Honorable
President of India, Droupadi Murmu, will visit the university next month. Preparations for her
visit have already begun. She will participate in the Platinum Jubilee celebrations of the Geology
Department, which is marking its 75th year. During the event, she will also lay the foundation
stone for a new laboratory costing %2 crore.

The Academic Council approved approximately 51,000 degrees for various courses from
the previous academic session. The Vice-Chancellor mentioned that the university has been
continuously uploading degrees to DigiLocker, with 237,766 degrees uploaded so far, the high-
est in Rajasthan. It was decided that there will be no fee increase for any course in the upcom-
ing academic session; fees will remain the same as the previous session. Additionally, a deci-
sion was made to change the answer booklets used in exams. Exam Controller Dr. Rajesh
Kumawat stated that this session’s exams will use newly designed answer sheets, replacing
those that have been in use for nearly 15 years. It was also decided that undergraduate exams
for regular and private students will be conducted together to avoid delays in result prepara-
tion. The meeting approved the formation of a Student Grievance Redressal Cell. Dean of
Student Welfare Professor Seema Jalan stated that the cell will organize a ‘Samadhan’ pro-
gram to hear and resolve all types of student complaints.The proposal from Law College Dean
Dr. Rajshree Chaudhary to teach the new criminal law enacted in India from this academic ses-
sion was approved. The curriculum will be updated accordingly to allow students to study the
new laws. For the first time, students were allowed to participate in the meeting. Six toppers
attended the meeting, including student Pranjal Dwivedi, who requested enhanced access to
legal data, and student Anjali Sisodia, who emphasized the need for regular educational tours.
The meeting was attended by Dean of Commerce College Professor B.L. Verma, Dean of Social
Sciences and Humanities Professor Hemant Dwivedi, Dean of Science College and Dean of
PG Studies Professor Aarti Prasad, Chief Proctor Professor Puranmal Yadav, FMS Director
Professor Meera Mathur, Chief Warden Professor Digvijay Bhatnagar, President of the Sports
Board Professor Neeraj Sharma, and heads of all university departments. The meeting was
conducted by Exam Controller Dr. Rajesh Kumawat.
