She also presented the agri-

cultural budget, dispelling

opposition's concerns regard-

ing it. 

Assam Governor Gulab

Chand Kataria was present in

the Speaker's special guest

gallery during the budget

speech.Assembly Speaker

Vasudev Devnani skillfully

managed the Rajasthan

Assembly proceedings on

Wednesday, ensuring opposi-

tion leaders faced no hin-

drances. He even expressed

his displeasure with Rajasthan

Congress President Govind

Dotasara. Devnani assured

honorable members that every-

one would get a chance to

express their views during the

budget discussion.

A notable feature of the

Bhajan Lal government's bud-

get was the ten resolutions for

a developed Rajasthan dur-

ing the Amrit Kaal period of

independence.

It announced 1 million jobs

and recruitment in both gov-

ernment and private sectors

for the youth. For the first time,

the state will see the con-

struction of nine greenfield

expressways spanning over

2,750 kilometers. The capac-

ity of Jaipur Airport will be

increased from 5 million to 7

million passengers annually

to enhance tourism.

The budget presented on

Wednesday includes several

new gifts and significant

announcements for various

sections of society. 

It outlines the commence-

ment of work on promises

made in the manifesto, includ-

ing providing water to 2.5 mil-

l ion homes by spending

₹15,000 crores. Two model

solar energy villages will be

established in each district,

and 2.5 million smart meters

will be installed across the

state. Additionally, ₹9,000

crores will be allocated for

road construction.

For the first time, the state

will see the construction of nine

greenfield expressways span-

ning over 2,750 kilometers, with

a Detailed Project Report

(DPR) costing ₹30 crores.The

budget also announced the Dr.

Shyama Prasad Mukherjee

scheme, with an expenditure

of ₹500 crores for district devel-

opment. Women’s bio-pink toi-

lets will be constructed in all

urban bodies of the state.

The budget stated that pub-

lic transport services would be

launched in rural areas of

Rajasthan, and electric buses

would operate in cities. Bus

stands will be constructed in

Behror, Kamadig, Dudu, and

Khandela. The Jaipur Metro

expansion will be expedited.

Additionally, the Eastern

Rajasthan Bri j  Regional

Deve lopment  P lan  was

announced, allocating ₹50

crores for it. An export pro-

motion policy will be intro-

duced to create a better busi-

ness environment. Rajasthan

Petro Zone will be established

in Balotra. To promote local

products, the 'One District One

Product' scheme will be intro-

duced with an allocation of

₹100 crores. 

A Mati Kala Center for

Excellence will be estab-

lished.Tourism will be further

promoted, benefiting 2 million

families involved in the sector.

The Rajasthan Tour ism

Development Board will be

established, with ₹200 crores

allocated for work on 20 major

tourist destinations.

Jaipur Wall will be declared

a Heritage City, and light and

sound shows will be enhanced.

Destination weddings will be

promoted in Sawai Madhopur,

Jaipur, Jodhpur, and Udaipur.

Rajasthan Mandapam will be

established, similar to Bharat

Mandapam in Delhi.

EV vehicles will be intro-

d u c e d  i n  S a r i s k a  a n d

Ranthambore, and ₹100 crores

will be allocated to improve the

Khatu Shyam Ji Temple, sim-

ilar to Ayodhya, Mahakal in

Ujjain, and Varanasi. A Shilp

Gram will be established in

Dungarpur.

The passenger capacity of

Jaipur Airport will be increased

from 5 million to 7 million annu-

ally to enhance tourist conve-

nience. The upcoming budget

will include the Green Budget

announcement, and marketing

hubs for forest produce will be

established at the block level.

To reduce the burden on

clean cooking, 10,000 solar

cooking systems will be pro-

vided at a cost of ₹10 crores.

The biggest announcement

in the budget was the recruit-

ment of 70,000 positions for

the youth. Over five years,

400,000 recruitments will be

made, with 100,000 in this

year alone. The Youth Policy

2024 was announced, with 1

million jobs and recruitments

in both government and private

s e c to r s .  Th e  A ta l

Entrepreneurship Program will

provide up to ₹10 crores in

funding for youth startups. The

monthly allowance for resi-

dential sports students will be

increased to ₹4,000.

In a new initiative, Finance

M i n i s t e r  D i y a  K u m a r i

announced that university vice-

chancellors would now be

called 'Kulaguru.'

It remains to be seen how

Diya Kumari's budget will illu-

minate the path of development

in Rajasthan and bring new light

into the lives of its people.
