Years later, Kalidas, now

married to a princess and gov-

erning Kashmir, returns to the

village but does not seek out

Mallika.

When Kalidas finally visits

Mallika, they realize it is too

late for a fresh start as she is

married to Vilom. Kalidas

leaves, and Mallika is left alone,

surrounded by his books.
