His successin treat-
ing long-standing diseases
and providing relief to count-
less patients has made him
well-known for his social ser-
vice endeavors. His life serves
asaninspiration formany doc-
tors, though few are familiar
with his struggles. While it's dif-
ficult to encompass all his
achievements in a single arti-
cle, the following highlights
offeraglimpse into his remark-
able journey.

Dr. Shobhalal's life is an
exemplary tale of dedication,
struggle, and service. His com-
mitmentto Ayurvedic medicine
and social work has earned him
aprestigious reputation notjust
in Rajasthan, but across the
country. He credits his success
to his parents, Mrs. Bhagwati
Audichya and Mr. Vriddhi

Shankar Audichya, as well as
his wife, Mrs. Leela Audichya,
who supported him through-
out his journey. He also
expresses gratitude to the
Mrityunjay Institute. Despite
facing many challenges, Dr.
Shobhalal has significantly
contributed to improving the
lives of thousands, teachingus
the importance of service, ded-
ication, and hard work. His life
demonstrates that when one
dedicates themselves to the
welfare of society, they can
transform not justtheirown life
but also countless others.
Born on April 24, 1965, in
a poor family in Udaipur,
Rajasthan, Dr. Shobhalal's
father worked as a supervisor
in the Ayurvedic Medicine
Department, and his mother
was a homemaker. Along with
his studies, he learned tailor-
ing and worked as a salesman

to support his education. After
completing his schooling, he
pursued a Bachelor of Arts at
Mohanlal Sukhadia University.
In 1984, he passed the first pre-
Ayurvedictestand pursued his
BAMS degree at Mohta
Ayurvedic College, Churu,
which he completed in 1990.
Hedid hisinternship at Madan
Mohan Malviya Ayurvedic
College and became involved
in rural tribal health projects,
including surgical removal of
guinea worms.

During this time, he was
inspired to pursue higher stud-
ies and secured third rank in
the MD (Ayurveda) entrance
exam, specializing in Rasa
Shastra and Bhaishajya
Kalpana. He completed his
PhDin 2006, studying the ther-
apeutic properties of various
Ayurvedic herbs.

Dr. Shobhalal introduced

significant reforms in the
Udaipur Government
Ayurvedic Dispensary, increas-
ing patient numbers from a
handful to over 32 lakhs over
the years.

The dispensary now offers
free Panchakarma therapy,
benefiting both local and inter-
national patients. His contri-
butions earned recognition
from Rajasthan's government,
which declared the dispen-
sary the first'Model Ayurvedic
Dispensary'in2007. Numerous
dignitaries and officials have
praised the dispensary's ser-
vices.

Under his leadership, 32
free five-day Panchakarma
camps have been organized
since 2016, and online con-
sultations are provided daily to
patients worldwide. His efforts
in the tribal regions of
Rajasthan have brought

Ayurvedic medicine to the fore-
front, benefiting remote com-
munities. Dr. Shobhalalis also
involved intraining healthcare
professionals and promoting
public health awareness
through various workshops.

During the COVID-19 pan-
demic, Dr. Shobhalal played a
key role by distributing
Ayurvedic immunity boosters
to the public and frontline work-
ers. He has also led efforts to
build roads, sanitation sys-
tems, and essential amenities
in tribal villages, transforming
them into smart villages.

Dr. Shobhalal Audichya
continues towork tirelessly for
the betterment of society, orga-
nizing free Ayurvedic camps,
and promoting health and well-
ness through yoga and med-
icalinnovation. His lifeis a tes-
tament to the power of dedi-
cation and service.

Free Surgery Restores
Vision to Three Children and
Their Mother from the Same

Family

Udaipur: The Department of Ophthalmology at Pacific
Medical College and Hospital (PMCH) has successfully restored
the vision of three children and their mother from the same
family, all of whom were suffering from congenital cataracts.
The surgeries were conducted free of charge, offering a new
lease on life to the family members who were all affected by
the same condition.

The patients were identified during a free medical check-
up and consultation camp organized by PMCH in Soharti vil-
lage. During the initial screening, the team discovered that
the three children and their mother had vision problems due
to cataracts. They were then referred to PMCH for further
specialized testing. Advanced equipment at the hospital con-
firmed that all four patients had congenital cataracts, a con-
dition that can only be treated through surgery.

Adedicated team from the Department of Ophthalmology,
including surgeons Dr. Rajendra Chaudhary, Dr. Saloni, Dr.
Sagar, Dr. Subhash, Dr. Akanksha, and Dr. Nishtha, along
with the Anesthesia Department led by Dr. Prakash Odichya,
Dr. Swati, Dr. Divesh, Harish, and Heera, performed these
challenging surgeries. The team successfully restored the
vision of each patient, giving them back the sight they had
lost.

Dr. Rajendra Chaudhary, the lead ophthalmic surgeon,
reported that all patients showed rapid improvement in their
vision following the surgery. The children and their mother
have regained their lost eyesight, bringing new hope and
happiness to their lives. The surgeries not only improved
their health but also provided the family with arenewed sense
of life.
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Dr. Chaudhary explained that congenital cataracts, a con-
dition where children are born with cataracts in their eyes,
can severely affect vision if not treated promptly. In India,
approximately 6 out of every 10,000 children are born with
this condition, which accounts for 10 percent of childhood
blindness cases. It is often caused by infections in mothers
or genetic conditions like Down syndrome.

The family expressed their gratitude to PMCH Chairman
Rahul Agarwal and Executive Director Aman Agarwal for pro-
viding this life-changing service free of charge.
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
