Rajasthan’s Unique Diwali Decorations Make
Jaipur's Markets World Famous

The vibrant colors of
Rajasthan shine brightly dur-
ing Diwali, with the state's dec-
orations and illuminations being
truly unmatched. Every year,
the festival of lights brings a
spectacular display of deco-
rations and colorful lights
throughout the state. From
Dhanteras to Bhai Dooj, the
Pink City of Jaipur, Blue City
of Jodhpur, the city of lakes
Udaipur, the religious town of
Ajmer, and the desert cities of
Jaisalmer, Bikaner, and
Barmer, as well as Kotaon the
banks of the Chambal River,
all come alive with traditional
decorations and lights thatare
a bonus for visitors.

The collective decorations
for Diwali in Jaipur are
renowned worldwide.
Domestic and international
tourists travel from afar to wit-
ness the enchanting lights and
decorations in the city’s mar-
kets, especially those withinthe

walled city. This year, prepa-
rations are underway for a
grand display costing around
%180 crore toilluminate homes
and courtyards. On average,
residents are spending about
%3,000 on lighting and deco-
rations, with over 60% of
homes in the capital expected
to participate. Market prices for
decorative lights range from
%150 to %1,500, while fancy
lights are available from %25
to %400. Overall, spending on
Diwali decorations is project-
ed to reach X180 crore, with
traders anticipating their light-
ing business could also hit
%200 crore.

Jaipur’s Johari Bazaar is
adorned with 72 light gates, 36
of which feature the inscription
"Jai Shree Ram." The deco-
rations at Chandpole Bazaar,
showcasing Ashok Vatika, are
particularly noteworthy, while
Tripolia Bazaar features
Ganeshidols accompanied by

five different musical instru-
ments. The decorations along
MI Road and in other markets
are equally impressive, with
special lighting arranged at
Panch Batti. In Mahesh Nagar,
a community lighting initiative
was undertaken on Sunday,
and the walled city markets are
ablaze with lights, creating a
mesmerizing ambiance.
Rajapark also boasts beauti-
ful lamps as part of the col-

lective decorations.

For the collective market
decorations, traders are receiv-
ing electricity atdomesticrates.
Jaipur DISCOM has decided
to provide this benefit at stan-
dard rates for loads exceed-
ing 25 kilowatts. Without this
discount, traders would have
had to pay one-and-a-half
times the standard rate. This
year, the concession will be
extended for seven days

instead of five. Suresh Saini,
General Secretary of the Jaipur
Trade Federation, confirmed
thatthis concession was grant-
ed following the federation’s
request.

During Diwali, substantial
shopping is anticipated in the
markets of Jaipur, with millions
expected to be spentonhome
decorations and lighting.

Not only the markets but
also the Assembly Secretariat
and other government and
non-government sites like the
City Palace, Govind Dev Ji
Temple, Moti Magri Ganesh
Temple, and BirlaBhawan are
showcasing magnificent light-
ing. The Ghata Ji Kund is also
a unique attraction for devo-
tees. The nearby AmerPalace
and the beauty of other mar-
kets in the new city, including
Raja Park, are also worth see-
ing. Special decorations have
been arranged along the routes
to the airport in Sangner for

the upcoming Rising Rajasthan
Global Summit in December.

Firecracker manufacturers
in Jaipur are showcasing their
craftsmanship by creating
smoke-free and pollution-free
fireworks in innovative styles.

On the second day of
Diwali, the ShriNath Ji Temple
in Rajsamand, near Udaipur,
offers a mesmerizing display
of 56 offerings
(ChhappanBhog)and Annakut,
along with the celebration of
Govardhan Puja. Along-stand-
ing tradition of local tribes
involves collecting a part of the
Annakut, drawing crowds to
witness the festivities.

The delicious sweets and
various dishes prepared dur-
ing Diwali, particularly from
Jodhpur and Bikaner, attract
everyone. Across Rajasthan,
the celebrations and fairs held
until Bhai Dooj are irresistibly
appealing to all.

Inauguration of Terminal 1 at Jaipur International
Airport to Boost Tourism Development

The inauguration of
Terminal 1 at Jaipur
International Airport by Chief
Minister Bhajan Lal Sharma
has given new momentum to
tourism development in the
Pink City of Rajasthan ahead
of the upcoming Rising
Rajasthan Global Summit2024
in December. The first inter-
national flight from Abu Dhabi
marked the terminal's opening,
with passengers welcomed in
traditional Rajasthani style.
With this inauguration, Jaipur
now boasts two international
airportterminals, makingitthe
first in Rajasthan. Given that
New Delhi has three airports
and the new Jewar Airport is
emerging as one of the largest
inthe world, the opening of this
additional terminal in Jaipuris
significant.

The importance of Jaipur
Airport is heightened as it is
the closest majorairportto the
national capital. During times
of traffic congestion or emer-
gencies in Delhi, flights are
often diverted to Jaipur.

After an 11-year hiatus,
Terminal 1 has regained its
vibrancy. The airport adminis-
tration had closed Terminal 1
to the public on July 16,2013,
after the construction of
Terminal 2. With the reopen-
ing of Terminal 1, the new
design features a heritage
look, allowing tourists to see

elements reminiscent of
Rajasthani heritage, including
red sandstone and glimpses
oflandmarks like Hawa Mahal
and Jantar Mantar.

minal, designed with a heritage
aesthetic, offers special facil-
ities for travelers, which will like-
ly increase the number of
investors and tourists. He
emphasized that the terminal
reflects culture, heritage, and
development, enhancing the
city's image as a world-class
destination. He noted that the
Rising Rajasthan event from
December9to 11 would attract
guests from around the world,
further enhancing Jaipur's glob-
al reputation.

JaipurAirport currently has
apassenger capacity of 6.5 mil-
lion, which is expected to
increase to 38 million in the
future, contributing to tourism
and business growth in the
region and boosting the state’s

the central government, flights
are being ensured from airports
in Bikaner, Kota, and Jaisalmer.
The state government is also
developing helipads in all bor-
der districts to enhance con-
nectivity.

As a heritage city, Jaipur—
also known as the Pink City—
has endowed Terminal 1 with
a heritage look that will pro-
vide foreign tourists with a
glimpse of the city’s charm
upon arrival. The operation of
Terminal 1 is expected to
increase the number of inter-
national flights.

Currently, Jaipur has six
international flights to the
Middle Eastand Kuala Lumpur,
primarily serving the working
populationin the Gulf countries.
The opening of Terminal 1 is
set to expand international

flight options for tourists arriv-
ing in Jaipur.

Adani Airport Holdings
Limited operates the termi-
nals at JaipurAirport, marking
a significant milestone in
enhancing the airport's over-
all capacity. In 2023, approx-
imately 5.4 million passengers
traveled through Terminal 2,
and this number is expected
torise further this year, thanks
toimproved air connectivity and
new routes to Ayodhya,
Bikaner, Abu Dhabi, and Kuala
Lumpur.

In the coming years, pas-
senger numbers traveling from
Jaipur by air are projected to
increase significantly, prompt-
ing expansion efforts at the air-
port.Rajasthan’s tourismindus-
try holds international signifi-
cance, particularly in the min-
ingand minerals sector. All dis-
tricts in the state have small
and large airstrips, which could
facilitate small aircraft and air
ambulance services, creating
a circuit connecting neighbor-
ing states like Delhi, Gujarat,
Madhya Pradesh, Haryana,
and Uttar Pradesh.

It is anticipated that the
growth of air services in
Rajasthan will enhance inter-
national connectivity, particu-
larly with Gulf countries,
Europe, the United States,
Canada, and beyond.
