Emerging Face of the
INDIA Bloc?

The question of leadership within the Opposition's INDIA
bloc has ignited a significant political debate, with notable fig-
ures rallying behind West Bengal Chief Minister Mamata
Banerjee. Recently, Rashtriya Janata Dal (RJD) chief Lalu
Prasad Yadav threw his weight behind Banerjee, endorsing
her as the leader of the anti-BJP coalition. This endorsement

follows a similar gesture

from Nationalist Congress

Party (NCP) supremo

Sharad Pawar, highlight-

ing a growing momentum
in Banerjee's favor.

Lalu's unequivocal support signals a shiftin the Opposition’s
dynamics. When questioned about Congress's preference
for Rahul Gandhi as the face of the coalition, Lalu dismissed
it with characteristic candor: “It does not matter what the
Congress says. Mamata should be given the leadership.” His
statement underlines an emerging consensus among region-
al heavyweights that Banerjee, with her proven administra-
tive acumen and grassroots connect, is well-suited to lead
the alliance.

This wave of support comes shortly after Banerjee her-
self expressed her readiness to take up the mantle if offered
the opportunity. Leaders within her party, the Trinamool
Congress (TMC), have also been vocal in advocating for her
leadership, reinforcing her bid for the top position within the
bloc.

The broader implications of this development extend to
key battlegrounds like Bihar. Lalu exuded confidence in the
RJD and INDIAbloc's prospects for the 2025 Bihar elections,
asserting that the alliance is poised for a decisive victory.
Dismissing Chief Minister Nitish Kumar's claim that the NDA
would secure 225 seats in the state, Lalu quipped, "Let him
first fix his eyes," signaling his belief in the INDIA bloc's uni-
fied strength.

Mamata Banerjee’s candidacy as the leader of the INDIA
bloc represents more than a mere political contest; it reflects
a broader effort to redefine Opposition unity in a deeply polar-
ized political landscape. Her credentials as a seasoned politi-
cian with national appeal make her a formidable contender.
However, the Congress party’s reservations and its prefer-
ence for Rahul Gandhi pose a challenge to forging a unani-
mous decision.

As the Opposition grapples with questions of leadership,
the growing chorus for Banerjee underscores a strategic pivot—
one that prioritizes collective strength over individual aspira-
tions. With key leaders like Lalu Yadav and Sharad Pawar
advocating for her, the question is no longer whether Mamata
Banerjee can lead but rather whether the INDIA bloc can rec-
oncile its internal differences to present a united front.

In this critical moment, the INDIA bloc has an opportuni-
ty to define its narrative not just as an anti-BJP force but as
acohesive, visionary alternative. Whether it seizes this oppor-
tunity under Banerjee's leadership remains to be seen, but
the rising tide of support for the West Bengal Chief Minister
has undoubtedly placed her at the forefront of this evolving

Delay any rate cuts to the
April policy

Udaipur: HDFC Bank Principal Economist Sakshi Gupta,
said, a rise in global uncertainty and pressure on the rupee or
domestic inflation could nudge the RBI to delay any rate cuts
to the April policy — preferring prudence and patience over pre-
emptive action.Comments on this RBI monetary policy com-
mittee (MPC) Sakshi Gupta, said, “AFebruary rate cutremains
on the table, especially if growth momentum fails to pick-up
meaningfully over the coming weeks.”

The RBI opted for a wait and watch mode in todays’ poli-
cy, keeping its stance and policy rate unchanged as expect-
ed. The central bank successfully engineered a fine balance
in its communication between the need to remain cautious on
growth while achieving price stability. The growth forecast was
revised down by 60bps to 6.6% while inflation was revised up
to 4.8% for 2024-25. We expect GDP growth to average at
6.4% in FY25, with some pick-up in momentum in the second
half of the year.

Bharti Airtel, India’s first spam-fighting network, flagged 8 billion spam calls and 0.8 bil-
lion spam SMSes in just 2.5 months using its Al-powered solution. The network identified 1
million spammers daily, alerting 252 million customers, leading to a 12% drop in spam call
responses. Delhi saw the highest spam activity, with 76% of spam targeting male customers.
Spam calls peaked between noon and 3 PM, with reduced activity on Sundays. Devices priced
between %15,000-320,000 received 22% of spam calls. Customers aged 36-60 were most
targeted, while senior citizens experienced only 8% of spam calls.
