Udaipur: In a significant
victory, Chandra Bhan Singh
Shaktawat defeated his clos-
estrival, Chetanpuri Goswami,
to become the newly elected

interview, Shaktawat shared
his priorities, emphasizing that
the movement for establishing
aHigh Courtbenchin Udaipur
will be revitalized and made
more impactful.

Shaktawat stated, "The cur-
rent movement, which has
largely become symbolic, will
be turned into an effective
campaign, much like the one
in Telangana, where a High
Court bench was established
after 13 years of persistent
effort. The Mewar region
urgently needs a High Court
bench, as tribal residents find

to Jodhpur for justice. A new
strategy for this movement will
be developed in collaboration
with senior lawyers who have

played a key role in the cam-
paign."

He further elaborated on his
plans, saying, "There is a

severe lack of facilities for
young and female advocates
inthe court premises, andlaim
toimprove these. Additionally,

there is a noticeable gap
between senior and junior
advocates, and fostering har-
mony between the two will be
a priority.

The persistent issue of
parking in the court premises
will also be resolved. Toensure
cleanliness in the court every
day, | will push for the perma-
nentappointment of two munic-
ipal employees here."

Regarding the proposal to
relocate the court to Balicha,
Shaktawat firmly expressed
his disagreement. "Instead of
moving the court to Balicha, it
is necessary to expand the cur-
rent court premises. Balicha

is not a feasible location for
common citizens or senior
advocates tovisit daily. Efforts
will be made to allocate the
Collector's residence and the
DMG premises for court expan-
sion.

This would resolve many
existing issues in the court
complex. Relocating the DMG
office to another part of the city
will not have a significant
impact, but asking people to
travel to Balicha for justice
would be both costly and incon-
venient, with limited transport
facilities."

On other positions in the
Bar Association elections,

Shaktawat mentioned, "Devi
Lal Jat won the General
Secretary post, Mahavir
Sharma was elected as Joint
Secretary, Abhishek Kothari
secured the Secretary position,
Rajkumar Sharma was elect-
ed as Treasurer, and Khemraj
Dangi won the Library
President post."

Shaktawat concluded by
reiterating his commitment to
improving the court's infra-
structure and ensuring justice
is accessible to all, particular-
ly for the tribal population in
Mewar.
