The contentious idea of ‘One Nation, One Election’
(ONOE), championed by the BJP-led NDA government, has
reached a critical juncture as the Constitution (129th
Amendment) Bill and the Union Territories Laws (Amendment)
Bill await their introduction in the Lok Sabha. These Bills aim
to synchronize parliamentary and Assembly elections across

the country, including in

Delhi, Jammu & Kashmir,

and Puducherry. However,

the government has

deferred theirtabling, seem-
ingly buying time to navigate the storm of opposition ahead
of the winter session's conclusion.

ONOE is undeniably an issue of national significance,
warranting a thorough and informed debate within and
beyond Parliament. Proponents argue that simultaneous elec-
tions would streamline governance by saving financial,
human, and logistical resources, while minimizing disruptions
caused by the frequentimposition of the Model Code of Conduct.
However, critics, including the Congress and several other
Opposition parties, fear that the proposal poses a threat to
India’s federal structure. They argue that simultaneous polls
could homogenize voter behavior, benefiting a single party
across both state and central elections. Recent electoral trends,
such as Maharashtra's contrasting outcomesin the Lok Sabha
and Assembly elections, underscore the importance of stag-
gered polls in reflecting diverse political sentiments.

The path forward for ONOE must not be rushed. Even if
the Bills clear Parliament, implementing such a reform could
take nearly a decade. A democratic approach would involve
referring the Bills to a Joint Parliamentary Committee, fos-
tering deliberation, and building consensus to ensure that
this monumental change aligns with the spirit of India’s democ-
