DMFT Spends %296
Crore on 1468
Projects in Udaipur,
Dungarpur, and
Pratapgarh Districts

Under the Prime Minister's Mineral Area
Welfare Scheme (PMKKKY), the District Mineral
Foundation Trust (DMFT) has approved 1468
projects in Udaipur, Dungarpur, and Pratapgarh
districts of Rajasthan, with a total expenditure
of 296 crore by September. The information
was provided by Union Minister of Coal and
Mines, Shri G. Kishan Reddy, in response to
aquestion raised by Udaipur MP Mannalal Ravat
in Parliament.

In his inquiry, MP Ravat asked whether the
PMKKKY was being implemented in Rajasthan,
specifically in the districts of Udaipur, Salumber,
Dungarpur, and Pratapgarh. He also sought
details about the funds allocated to Rajasthan
and the district-wise expenditure over the past
three years, including the current year.

Inresponse, the Ministry of Coal and Mines
stated that District Mineral Foundation Trusts
(DMFT) have been established in 33 districts
across Rajasthan, including Udaipur, Dungarpur,
and Pratapgarh. While a separate DMFT for
Salumber is not yet set up, it is currently man-
aged under Udaipur's DMFT. The DMFT is
financed through the statutory contributions from
mining leaseholders, with no budgetary allo-
cations from the central or state governments.
In the last three years and the current year,
3173 projects were approved under PMKKKY,
with 1468 completed, costing ¥296.5 crore.

Rajasthan’s Governance
Deteriorates Under "Parchi
Sarkar": Congress Criticism

Udaipur: The Udaipur Rural District Congress President,

i Kachru Lal Choudhary, launched a scathing attack on the BJP-
i led"Parchi Sarkar," accusing it of dragging Rajasthan tenyears
¢ backward in just one year. Choudhary criticized the govern-
ment's failure to curb atrocities against women and rising crime,
stating that the law and order situation in Rajasthan has com-
i pletely collapsed. "Criminals no longer fear the police, and gov-
i ernance is non-existent," he asserted.

Highlighting the lack of initiatives for Mewar, Choudhary

said, "Despite Mewar's support in the 2023 Assembly elec-
i tions, this government has not introduced a single significant
i plan for the region. They have also scrapped the people-cen-
i tricschemesintroduced by the previous Congress government
and failed to implement any new impactful initiatives."

Adding to the criticism, Udaipur Rural District Congress

¢ spokesperson Dr. Sanjeev Rajpurohit lambasted the govern-
ment’s "One State, One Election" announcement as a hollow
i promise lacking a concrete implementation plan. He pointed
i out the administration’s move to appoint bureaucratic admin-
i istratorsin municipal corporations and councils, sidelining elect-
i ed representatives in local bodies. "With some panchayats’
i terms ending in January 2025, there are no preparations for
i elections. This indicates a deliberate strategy to replace elect-
i ed representatives with bureaucrats, silencing the voice of the
common people," Rajpurohit remarked.

The Congress leaders accused the BJP government of pri-

i oritizing appeasement of Delhi over the needs of the state.
i "This one year has been wasted pleasing party leaders while
i the public has been left to struggle with unresolved issues and
i stagnated development,” they concluded.

The Congress’ critique reflects their belief that the BJP’s

i governance has betrayed the people of Rajasthan, compro-
¢ mising progress and silencing local representation in favor of
i central authority.
