Magician Anchal’s "Adventure
with Fire" Mesmerizes Udaipur
Udaipur: The Gandhi Ground witnessed an awe-inspiring spectacle

as magician Anchal stunned a crowd of over 15,000 with her breath-

taking "Adventure with Fire" act. At the count of "One, Two, Three," Anchal

emerged from a blazing cage in just three seconds, leaving the audi-

ence amazed and spellbound.

ated the countdown, Anchal emerged from the flames, drawing thun-

derous applause from the captivated audience.

Co-coordinator Kiran Jain shared that this was Anchal's third per-

formance of its kind in India and her first in Udaipur, following success-

ful shows in Aurangabad and Haridwar. Before being bound, the chains

and locks were inspected to ensure credibility.

Anchal, speaking before the act, emphasized that her performance

carried a message for today’s youth: to stay free from stress, as it is

detrimental to life. She sought blessings from her father, Girdharilal Kumawat,

before stepping into the box.

Dairy
Udaipur: The Farmer Cooperation Conference, held on

Sunday at the Goverdhan Campus of the Udaipur Dairy

Cooperative Union, was a resounding success. The event, which

saw the presence of Punjab Governor and Chandigarh

Administrator, Shri Gulab Chand Kataria, as the chief guest,

was attended by key dignitaries from the government and dairy

sector.
