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Political Clash over Abolition of Nine Newly
Formed Districts and Three Divisions in Rajasthan

Jaipur: The controversy
surrounding the abolition of
nine newly formed districts
and three divisions during the
Gehlot government’s tenure
has further escalated tensions
between the BJP and
Congress. Both parties have
intensified their political attacks,
with the BJP defending the
move while Congress launch-
es a strong protest campaign.

Acting on the instructions
of the Bhajan Lal-led state
government, the Revenue
Department issued orders to
divisional commissioners to
transfer files of the abolished
districts and divisions back to
the original ones. Additionally,
IT equipment, furniture, and
otherresources provided by the
state government are to be

Personnel deployed in the
abolished districts have been
instructed to report back to their
respective departments, and
rented office spaces are to be
vacated and handed over to
the concerned departments.

In Jaipur division, orders
have been issued to transfer
files of Dudu, Jaipur Rural, and
Neem Ka Thanadistricts, along
with Sikar division’s docu-
ments, to their original dis-
tricts and divisions. Similar
orders have been issued by
the divisional commissioners
of Banswara, Sikar, and Pali.

Former Chief Minister
Ashok Gehlot criticized the
Bhajan Lal government for
retaining Deeg as a district
while abolishing Dudu, accus-
ing them of political bias.

Govind Singh Dotasra, speak-
ing at a meeting in Sikar,
warned of a mass agitation
against the decision. Dotasra
announced a state-wide
protest, with Sikar observing
