rime Minister Narendra Modi’s recent visit to the

Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh (RSS) headquarters

has sent a strong message of unity between the rul-
ing Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) and its ideological mentor.

Modi’s visitand his emphatic endorsement of the RSS make
it abundantly clear that the Sangh Parivar will play an even
more decisive role in shaping the BJP’s trajectory. As the party
prepares for upcoming challenges, it is likely that the next BJP
president will bear the unmistakable imprint of the Sangh.
Moreover, with the BJP now heavily reliant on allies to sustain
its coalition government, the RSS’s organizational strength will
serve as a crucial bulwark.

Udaipur: A32-year-old woman from Lohargadh, Pratapgarh,
believed to be possessed, was successfully treated at the Pacific
Institute of Medical Sciences (PIMS), Umarda. Admitted with
tied hands and feet, her family initially sought help from spiri-
tual healers, fearing she wouldn’t survive.

Doctors identified hypokalemia (potassium deficiency) as
the cause of her condition. After sedation, mirtazapine thera-
py, electroconvulsive therapy (ECT), and hypnotic suggestions,
she fully recovered.The case, handled by Dr. Praveen Khairkar,
Dr. Amit Kumar, and the Psychiatry team, underscores the need
for medical intervention over superstition, as emphasized by
PIMS Chairman Ashish Agarwal.
