Originally written in Bengali,
the poem was translated into
English by Prof. Sukanta
Choudhuri and into Hindi by
Vilas Janve.
The poem, abounding in
vivid contrasting images of

cold, darkness, desolation,
suspense, mystery, festivity,
light, beauty, and ecstasy, was
rendered in English and Hindi
alternatively with greatimpact.
While Vilas who is a veteran
theatre artistused his dramatic
skills to provide suitable tonal
variationsin the course of ren-
dering the poem in Hindi,
Manish recited itin English with
acharming phonetic clarity and
appropriate intonation and
rhythm. The performance was
a novelty for both theatre-
lovers and readers of litera-
ture. The director called the
performance an experiment.

Meal Service in Udaipur

Udaipur: Whatbeganin 2015 as a personal effort by social
worker Ashok Pokhara, using a tenth of his income to feed the
needy, has now grown into the Nishulk Bhojan Vitaran Seva
Sansthan — a fully operational institution that has completed
six years of dedicated service. Initially distributing dal and puris
at temples, Pokhara’s turning point came in 2017 after wit-
nessing hungry patients and attendants at MB Hospital. Deeply
moved, he began offering bread, snacks, and water. In January

2018, he started distributing 50 meal packets every Sunday.
