It brings schol-

ars, students, and patriots together to explore the truth beyond

textbooks—of a king who chose sacrifice over surrender.

In a time where history is often reduced to footnotes and

factual trivia, events like these give us a chance to reflect—

on leadership, on values, and on what it truly means to be

free. Maharana Pratap’s story is not about a victory or defeat

in a single battle, but about a life lived with unwavering integri-

ty.
